Notes:
1) Vacation Time: There will be four weeks of vacation per PGY year. Vacation will be permitted during certain rotations including Pulmonary Disease, Cardiology, Infectious Disease, Geriatric Medicine, Gastroenterology,

Neurology, Rheumatology, Hematology/Oncology, Addiction Medicine, Nephrology, Endocrinology, Clinic, Inpatient Elective, and Elective rotations.
2) Inpatient Elective Options: Non-Medical Critical Care, Anesthesia with an emphasis on local and regional, Procedure Service, Multidisciplinary Bedside Ultrasound, Radiology/Imaging

3) Possible Electives: Residents may choose to complete their elective experiences in any of the experiences offered at Missouri Baptist. Residents may also request additional elective options that require prior approval from the Program Director.

4) During elective rotations throughout training, residents must complete a scholarly activity o research project. This can be in basic science, clinical investigation, or quality; outputs include grand rounds, abstract/presentation, or paper.

5) During one clinic rotation block each year, residents will participate in Quality Improvement (Ql) initiatives. During PGY-1, this time will be focused on Ql instruction while during PGY-2 and PGY-3, residents will complete a QI project.
Residents will also participate in quality improvement throughout the program.

6) Clinic blocks may contain blocks of electives including hospice and palliative medicine, dermatology, office gyn/women's health, office ENT, office orthopaedics/musculoskeletal, HIV clinic, travel medicine, urgent care, emergency medicine,
office ophthalmology, adolescent medicine, education rotation, allergy, nutrition and obesity, rehabilitation, pain management, wound healing clinic

7) Residents will rotate to continuity clinic during dedicated rotations as well as for two half-days during Pulmonary Disease, Cardiology, Infectious Disease, Emergency Medicine, Geriatric Medicine, Gastroenterology, Neurology, Rheumatology,
Hematology/Oncology, Addiction Medicine, Nephrology, and Endocrine rotations.

8) Allresidents will be required to complete experience in Hospice and Palliative Medicine during the program. Residents may select the level they wish to complete this experience (typically during a clinic block). The Program Director and Program
Coordinator will review each residents' training schedules regularly to ensure all required experiences are completed.
