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Clinical Rotations

	PGY1

Experience in the PGY1 year is closely supervised. The intern gains proficiency in minor gynecologic surgery, management of inpatient gynecology, gynecologic ultrasound, and management and delivery of obstetrical and postpartum patients. They are introduced to high risk obstetrics.  They participate in workshops and simulations on surgical technique and obstetric emergencies.
	PGY2

The PGY2 year is developmental and includes greater exposure and participation in gynecologic surgery, management of labor and delivery, evaluation and management of high risk obstetrical patients.  They rotate with the surgical critical care and reproductive endocrine teams.  They perform laparoscopic sterilization procedures with our community faculty off site.  

	PGY3

The PGY3 year is formative and includes management of the GYN Oncology service, supervising and teaching junior residents and students on all rotations.  They participate in M&M conference, journal club, and complete their resident research project as a PGY3. There is an opportunity to rotate with the MIGS service or arrange an elective to explore and enhance their educational needs and professional goals. 
	PGY4

The PGY4 resident functions as a junior attending. They oversee all patients on their service and provide inpatient and outpatient consultations.   They work closely with the supervising attending to provide excellent patient care while fine tuning their clinical acumen and technical skill.  They supervise and teach residents and students and provide administrative support to the program.  
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
